PAYMENTS 
Due by the 25th of the month for the following month.  Payments received after the first of the month will be charged a $5.00 late fee. 
WITHDRAWING FROM THE PROGRAM 
There is a form at the front desk that must be filled out prior to withdrawing. If a form is not filled out and turned in - you will be billed for that class. To re-enroll after withdrawing, a $5.00 
processing fee is charged if your registration is current, or a new Registration Fee is charged if not. You must enroll in a class that has availability. 
MAKE-UP CLASSES 
Offered for missed classes only if the absence is called in to the front desk-no later than the day of absence. ONLY make up times: Friday 4:15, Saturday 12:00 
RETURNED CHECKS 
We re-deposit them and you are charged a $10.00 fee. 
REFUNDS 
We do not issue refunds for classes missed or for early withdrawal.
